"Fruit” & “Fruitful” = 45 times in New Testament

3. INTERPRET UNCLEAR VERSES WITH ONES!
“Remain in me, and | will remain in you. No branch can bear fruit
by itself; it must remain in the vine. Neither can you bear fruit

unless you remain in me.” John 15:4 (NIV)
